$3,081.

Both pilgrimages include participation in a Mass at the Grotto of Massabielle, where Our Blessed Mother
appeared to St Bernadette eighteen times during 1858. Sunday you will join thousands of other pilgrims at the
International Mass celebrated in the Underground B Basilica.

You will participate in the afternoon Benediction procession and the Blessing of the sick and the evening
candlelight procession where the Rosary is recited in ten languages as the pilgrims process throughout the
Domain. Walk in the footsteps of St Bernadette with a guided tour of Lourdes visiting the Boly Mill where St
Bernadette was born, The Cachot, the city jail where St Bernadette lived with her family during the
apparitions, the parish church which contains the baptismal font where St Bernadette was baptized, and the
convent of the sisters of Charity which is now a hospital, where St Bernadette received her first Holy
Communion. You can also visit the baths and immerse yourself in the miraculous waters from the spring
reveled to St Bernadette during the ninth apparition.

The pilgrimage Staff includes a medical doctor, nurses and other medical personnel as well as volunteers to
make your pilgrimage a memorable experience of a lifetime.
